Environmental Policy
We believe in reduce, reuse and recycle
Reduce

· Avoid purchasing over packaged goods.
· I do the majority of my cooking from scratch e.g cakes for our hospitality trays, and so avoid a lot of packaging.
· Buy some household items in bulk, e.g washing powder or in a concentrated form, e.g fabric conditioner.
· We offer chilled spring water in glass bottles to our guests. We fetch the spring water from St Anne’s Well in Buxton, thus reducing the amount of plastic bottles we buy.
Reuse

· Egg boxes are re used to store our own eggs/eggs from Mere Farm

Recycle

· All glass, tins, paper and plastic is recycled and are happy for our guests to put items for recycling in the green box in our boot room

· All vegetable/fruit waste is composted

· Vegetarian waste food is fed to our geese/chickens

· Meat waste is fed to our dogs

Energy

· When we renovated our barn into B&B accommodation we installed a ground source heat pump. This involved laying 500m of water pipe approximately 1m deep in trenches in the fields below the farmhouse. Cold water is pumped around these pipes and heat is absorbed from the ground and returned to the barn where it provides all the heating and hot water.
Public Transport
By train

· Buxton Station (15minutes drive) has connections to Manchester and onwards
